This update includes the addition of information that does not change the product/process.  In the Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) section, a question and answer was added regarding the unique record exchange processes when Qwest acts as the 800 Service Control Point (SCP) for the CLEC, ILEC or CMRS.  As a result, the Meet Point Billing 800 USAGE 11-01-25 Records Job Aid Return of Records Version 1 document, dated August 2002, is being removed from the Qwest Wholesale Training Catalog. This outdated document is being removed in concert with this PCAT update via Training Notification TRNG.10.01.08.F.05537.MeetPointBillCourseRemvl.
 
In addition, under the Product Description, the definition of Co-providers who order this product was defined. There were also several corrections to apply consistency to the use of “Co-provider” throughout the document.  In the Implementation section under Pre-Ordering and Ordering, the URLs for ATIS were corrected.  Also, in the Ordering section, duplicate information was removed.
