These filings propose to revise the descriptions for Call Rejection and Selective Call Forwarding.
 
Currently, the description in the tariff for Call Rejection indicates that a customer is limited to a list of up to 15 telephone numbers used to reject call attempts from those telephone numbers on that list.  The description in the tariff for Selective Call Forwarding indicates that a customer is limited to a list of up to 15 telephone numbers whereby calls originating from numbers on the list can be forwarded to a local or long distance number selected by the customer.  
 
In addition to the current switched-based version of these two features, Qwest is deploying a new Advanced Intelligent Network (AIN) version of these two features on November 19, 2007.  With the AIN version of these features, customers will be able to maintain a list of up to 25 numbers to be used with these two services.
 
Customers who currently have either of these features will continue to be provided the switch-based version of the features.  Customers ordering the features after November 19, 2007 will be provided with the AIN version of the features unless the customer is in an area not equipped to provide the AIN version.
 
The descriptions of the features in the tariffs are being changed to eliminate reference to a specific number of telephone numbers.  These changes are being proposed with a November 19, 2007 effective date.
