This is to advise you of changes to a Qwest retail service offering.  Please be advised that retail offers that are subject to Commission approval may change.  Resellers should monitor filings since Qwest will not provide notification of changes.
 
Tariff/catalog/price list reference:  Exchange and Network Service WN U-45 tariff, the Exchange and Network Service Catalog No.3, the Private Line Catalog No. 2 and the Advanced Communication Services Catalog No. 2.

Description:  Implementation of the Washington AFOR and notification of product rate increases.  In the implementation of the Washington AFOR, all business services in the Exchange and Network Services WN U-40 tariff have been deemed competitive and will move from the tariff to the Exchange and Network Services Catalog No. 3 except for the following services:
· Public Access Line Service
· Public Response Calling Service
· 911 Service 
 
All residence services in the Exchange and Network Services WN U-40 tariff have been deemed competitive and will also move from the tariff to the Exchange and Network Services Catalog No. 3 except for the following services:
· Stand alone residential exchange service
· Residential hunting service
· Residential directory listing service
· Residential Custom Number Services
· Caller ID Blocking and Call Trace
· Local Operator Service surcharges
· Local Operator Services Interrupt and operator verification/interrupt service
· Free Directory Assistance calls will be limited to persons incapable of using a published telephone directory and for calls originating from hospitals.
· Washington Telephone Assistance Program (WTAP)
· Tribal Lifeline
· Link up programs
 
The noncompetitive business and residential services will appear in the new Exchange and Network Services Tariff WN U-45 which replaces WN U-40.
 
Directory Assistance one call allowance was removed from Section 6.2.4 of the WN U-45 Exchange and Network Services.
 
Provisions have been added to the Customer Service Guarantee Program in the Exchange and Network Services WN U-45 section 2.2.2 and to Exchange and Network Services Catalog No. 3 section 2.2.2.
 
Services provided under WN U-41 Private Line Transport Services and WN U-39 Advanced Communication Services have been deemed competitive and moved to the new Private Line Catalog No. 2. and the Advanced Communication Services Catalog No.2.  The Tariffs WN U-41 and WN U-39 will be eliminated.
 
See attached spreadsheet for product rate increases.  These changes are being proposed with an December 1, 2007 effective date.
