Qwest recently posted proposed updates to Collocation – General Information.  CLECs were invited to provide comments to these proposed changes during a Document Review period from October 8, 2004 through October 14, 2004.  

A comment was received from Eschelon on October 15, 2004, which included a request to change the disposition of the notice to a level 4.  Per CMP guidelines, this request was discussed at the October 20, 2004 CMP Meeting.  Qwest proposed that the following language be placed back into the DNLD_New_Change_Augment_Application (090204) V19 section II.F.2.a:  “Note: If any given bay exceeds 1200 watts, request to be handled as ICB”.  Qwest proposed that a level 3 notification would then be submitted to change the existing process associated with the 1200 to 1000 watts per bay change that was in question.  This approach was agreed to by the CLEC community.
