TO:

Beginning October 26, 2001, Qwest will issue updates to its Wholesale Product Catalog that includes new/revised documentation for the Spectrum Management process and charges for Interconnection Tie Pairs (ITP) on UNE Loops.

The PCAT will be updated to show that ITP monthly charges are applicable for each unbundled loop order.  The ITP is the cost of the connection between the CLEC’s demarcation point within the Qwest Central Office and the Qwest demarcation point within the same office. 

The PCAT will also be updated to explain the Spectrum Management process. Spectrum Management is the administration of outside loop plant to assure compatibility for services and technologies that use pairs in the same cable. In general, spectrum compatibility refers to the ability of loop technology to operate and reside in the same or adjacent binder groups without causing an unacceptable degradation of service from the user’s perspective. The Spectrum Management process applies to all digital capable loops. This process is detailed in the updated PCAT.
