Information was removed associated with Port to Port Connecting Arrangements which were associated with a port restructuring update issued under Level 3 notificaton PROD.08.24.04.F.01993.ResaleSST_V5, effective October 8, 2004.  
 -In the Product Description Section, Terms and Conditions Subsection, a clarification was added by defining the SHARP acronym. Additional information was also added that SHARP is not available with a GeoMax NAC.
-A modification was made to the Frequently Asked Questions Section by adding information on Optical SHARP.  In that same section, a clarification was added to the circumstances when a separate route facility would be provided at no charge.
