Added Campus Wire to the list of products, which require you to gain access at a FDI or any other technically feasible point by establishment of a FCP.

Added additional prerequisites, which are applicable to Campus Wire as follows: Campus Wire requires a signed amended Interconnection Agreement in Nebraska. The FCP must be complete and you must have an Alternate Point of Termination (APOT) prior to ordering Campus Wire. You will need to have provisions for the Colorado Reservation Process amended to your Interconnection Agreement.

Added that Campus Wire does not carry its own Network Channel/Network Channel (NC/NCI) Codes.  Provided information on how to order Campus Wire using the NC/NCI codes of the UDL.

Added that Qwest assigns circuit-identifying information when you submit a request and it is provided to you on the Firm Order Confirmation.

Regarding IBC: clarified the inventory process as being the MTE-POI inventory process.

Regarding access to IBC prior to completion of the MTE-POI: The term “circuit identifying information” is changed to “meet-point”. Now state that you will get this information from the Alternate Point of Termination (APOT) and that the APOT also provides other information such as Connecting Facility Assignment (CFA). You will receive APOT upon completion of the MTE-POI.
