Effective December 11, 2005, Qwest will no longer provide a Wyoming State Universal Service Fund (USF) monthly credit per line directly to resellers.   Wyoming USF is a price based fund which is designed to have each telecommunications company report directly to the fund administrator its rates for local exchange service for its retail, end-user customers for purposes of calculation of support and determination of support received from the Fund.  Qwest does not report resold access lines to the fund administrator nor has it been receiving support from the Fund for resold lines.
 
Wyoming USF administrator’s calculation for support is based on price.  A telecommunications carrier in Wyoming will receive Wyoming USF support if its rates, after consideration of any contributions from the federal USF, still exceed 130% of the weighted state wide average local exchange rates. W.S.A. § 37-15-501(d).  Resellers are not excluded from receiving support direct from the Wyoming USF.  Instead, all telecommunications carriers who have customers who pay relatively high rates for essential services are potentially eligible for Wyoming USF.  See W.S.A. § 37-15-501(c) (stating that “[t]he commission shall administer the monies in the universal service fund to assist only those customers of telecommunications companies located in areas of this state with relatively high rates for essential services.”)
