The IP alternative allows the Customer to use IP enabled Customer Premises Equipment (CPE) with traditional Centrex Prime station and system features.  IP Station Lines will utilize all the Centrex features and functions of the existing Qwest class five switches combined with IP enabling technology and broadband transport interfacing with an end user data network.  This allows Basic, ISDN BRS and Electronic Business Set (DMS 100 only) features to be offered utilizing IP endpoints and telephone sets.  IP Centrex Service will only be available where facilities permit.  Where deployed, IP Centrex will only be available for 51+ station lines via ICB pricing.  These changes are being proposed with a January 12, 2005 effective date.
