	Summary of Change or Description of the Activity:
On November 26, 2004, Qwest will send an MCC notice associated with Billed Number Screening.  This MCC becomes effective on December 6, 2004
On November 12, 2004, Qwest sent an MCC regarding differences noted on the Pending Service Order Notification (PSON) when a specific type of blocking is part of the "end state" request on the LSR.  This MCC is to advise you that a change to a back-end system will correct this issue.
Effective December 6, 2004, there is a change being made to Qwest’s flow through system that will put the manual and the flow-through processes back into synch.  Flow-through will follow the same process as outlined in the previous MCC for manual order activity.

On flow-through ACT of C, when an LSR is received that includes retention of Billed Number Screening (TBE A, B, or C) as part of the "end state" blocking request, the RTV+Q USOC will no longer be removed.  Following are the two expected scenarios:

· If the RTV+Q USOC is on the current CSR, it will be recapped on an going-forward basis.

· If the RTV+Q USOC is not on the current Customer Service Record, because of the system rule removing it, the USOC will be added, and the charge will be negated following the process by each region.
