In the course of a tax review it came to our attention that the CRIS systems were not applying sales taxes to internet services and DSL in certain home rule cities in Colorado.  While the state and county taxes do not apply to internet access and DSL in Colorado, there are eight Home Rule cities that were grandfathered under the Internet Tax Freedom Act rules (see list of cities below).  As a result, these eight cities are allowed to impose sales tax on internet products.  
 
The city sales tax will begin billing in these cities for internet and DSL effective December 15, 2005.  Note that Qwest will not back-bill customers for taxes not previously billed.
