Summary of Change:
On December 14, 2005, Qwest will post planned updates to its Wholesale Product Catalog that include new/revised documentation for Line Sharing/Shared Loop - V24.0, Line Splitting - V24.0, Loop Splitting - V21.0, Remote Collocation - V24.0, Unbundled Packet Switching V13.0.  These will be posted to the Qwest Wholesale Document Review Site located at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review.html. 
 
Updates are associated with a change to an existing process.  Qwest will no longer provide a list of Qwest CO’s that have Qwest Rate Adaptive Digital Subscriber Line (RADSL) and will remove all reference to Network Disclosure 459. 
 
For the Line Sharing/Shared Loop, Line Splitting and Loop Splitting PCATs, in the Implementation section under Maintenance and Repair, the reference to Network Disclosure 459 has been removed. 
 
For the Remote Collocation PCAT, a correction was made in the Implementation section under Pre-Ordering instructing you to use the ICONN Database to get a list of remote terminals where you can place your equipment along with Qwest.
 
For the Unbundled Packet Switching (UPS) PCAT, in the Implementation section under Pre-Ordering, the language was removed related to DSL equipment and Network Disclosure 459.
