Beginning December 21, 2001, Qwest will issue updates to its Wholesale Product Catalog that includes new/revised documentation for Field Connection Point (FCP).

The FCP PCAT has been modified. Modifications include the addition of Shared Distribution Loop as an additional sub-loop element, which can be accessed with FCP and that FCP is offered in all Qwest-owned or controlled Premises throughout Qwest’s 14 State Local Service Territory. Also, FCP must be established prior to he provisioning of orders for Shared Distribution Loop but Central Office Collocation is not required.  Information about the raw loop data tools available during the pre-ordering process has also been included. The policy concerning the Application Stage process, Interconnection Agreement and the walk through has also been added to the PCAT.

Provide links.

	Added that Distribution Area Maps are available prior to ordering FCP.  Provided a link to the DA Order form.

	In the Application Stage, added that the request application for FCP must be complete and accurate before it will be accepted as a valid application.  A complete application includes a detailed map or diagram. Also added that if the Collocation Project Management Center (CPMC) Order Validation Team (OVY) determines that your FCP Order form is not accurate, they will notify you by email and provide you details regarding why it is not correct and the required corrective actions.

	Moved from the Acceptance Stage to the Quotation Stage that FCP price quotes will be honored for 30 calendar days.  If the quote expires or the FCP order is cancelled, you are billed the entire Quote Preparation Fee (QPF).

	Added that if you do not have access to email when it is required during the Ordering process, you need contact your Qwest Service Manger to make other arrangements.

	Added that during the Acceptance Stage, upon receipt of your 50% down payment, your Ready for Service date will be established and communicated via a formal acceptance letter to you.

	Replaced Related Documentation/Parallel Processing of Collocation Orders with early ordering information: you may proceed with your FCP order once an agreement is executed, but prior to Commission approval and referred you to the Opportunity for Early Ordering section of Getting Started for facility-Based CLECs.  Provided a link.

	Added more information about the Alternative Point of Termination (APOT) form. You receive a Preliminary APOT, which contains terminations as originally assigned but not yet validated; and a Final APOT when RFS date has been met and you have paid the remaining 50% of the nonrecurring charges.

	Added that if you do not have access to email when it is required during the Provisioning process, you need contact your Qwest Service Manger to make other arrangements.

	Added that if you are unable or elect not to participate in the walk through within 21 calendar days from the scheduled RFS date, the State Interconnect Manager (SICM) will facilitate a walk through and sign the FCP Acceptance Form noting that you did not participate.  If you have questions about the walk through-if you did not participate, call your Qwest Service Manager.
