Description:  On September 23, 2005, the FCC released a Report and Order that allows Qwest to provide terms and conditions that govern QWEST DSL Service under a subscriber agreement with its customers in lieu of a tariff.  As a result, Qwest will be filing tariff material to Grandparent its QWEST DSL Service.  Existing QWEST DSL customers will continue under the terms contained in Tariff F.C.C. No. 1 until November 16, 2006, or later if a current DSL Host Service contract expires after November 16, 2006.  At the end of the Grandparent period, all active customers will be governed by the terms and conditions that are in effect in Qwest’s applicable subscriber or commercial agreement.  Tariff language will be included to allow customers to migrate to the applicable commercial agreement or a Qwest provided comparable service should one become available without incurring cancellation or termination liability charges.
