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During the past two years, Qwest and our wholesale partners have experienced significant regulatory changes that have dramatically altered the wholesale telecommunications landscape. As discussed with Resale and Unbundled Network Elements-Platform (UNE-P) CLECs during recent Change Management Process (CMP) meetings, the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) recently issued the Report and Order and Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (the “Order” and the “NPRM,” respectively) simultaneously in the Appropriate Framework for Broadband Access to the Internet over Wireline Facilities proceeding, Docket No. 02-33 (and associated dockets), FCC 05-150, effective November 16, 2005.
 
With the Order, the FCC determined that facilities-based wireline broadband Internet access service is an information service and therefore would permit carriers to provide it on either a common carrier or non-common carrier basis.  Qwest has decided to offer its Qwest High Speed Internet Service (also known as Qwest Digital Subscriber Line (Qwest DSLTM) service) on a Title I basis and will withdraw its tariffed DSL offerings on January 28, 2006. Effective on this date, Qwest DSLTM service will be grandparented and will no longer be available for purchase from the tariffs.
Throughout the past several years of regulatory flux, Qwest has voluntarily partnered with the CLEC community to develop commercial replacement products for certain services that are no longer available. Qwest and our wholesale partners have proven that business-to-business negotiations can result in industry leading, market-based, commercially negotiated products. 
In this spirit of continued cooperation, Qwest is pleased to announce the availability of Qwest Commercial High Speed Internet Service. Qwest Commercial High Speed Internet Service is the functionally equivalent replacement for certain Qwest DSLTM services that were available to the wholesale community prior to the pending January 28, 2006 tariff withdrawal. 
 
Qwest invites you to review and execute the Commercial High Speed Internet Service Master Services Agreement (MSA) and the related Interconnection Agreement (ICA) Amendment to insure uninterrupted access to these services.

To avoid Local Service Request (LSR) rejection for new installations of High Speed Internet Service and most changes to existing Qwest DSLTM services, Qwest must receive an executed ICA Amendment and MSA by January 26, 2006.
