REVISION:  This notice is being resent today to include an additional update to the Conditioning download. The update is identified in bold in the NOTE section below.  The update to the Conditioning download has been posted to the Document Review site. All other information remains the same. 

 

Summary of Change:
On September 27, 2010, Qwest will post planned updates to its Wholesale Product Catalog that includes new/revised documentation for Unbundled Local Loop - 2-Wire or 4-Wire Non-Loaded Loop - V25.0, Unbundled Local Loop - Asymmetric Digital Subscriber Line (ADSL) Compatible Loop - V25.0, and Unbundled Local Loop - General Information - V86.0.  These will be posted to the Qwest Wholesale Document Review site at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review.html.

 

Qwest is updating these documents to identify new features and services in the states of Minnesota and Montana only.  Qwest is introducing enhanced optional processes for Facility Assignment, Conditioning, and Testing associated with the 2-Wire or 4-Wire Non-Loaded Loop (LX-N) and Asymmetric Digital Subscriber Line (ADSL) Compatible Loop (LXR-).  Included as part of this enhancement are downloads that provide more detailed information in regard to these enhanced optional processes. These products are referred to as "xDSL Capable Loop" and refer to 2-wire and 4-wire copper loop(s) that would support transmission of the digital signals needed to provide xDSL Services.

 

NOTE:  The scope of this CR was revised by the originator on September 23, 2010 to include the additional state of Montana.  Also, due to discussion during the August 23, 2010 ad hoc call, an update was made to Unbundled Local Loop - 2-Wire or 4-Wire Non-Loaded Loop to withdraw a proposed change in the Product Description section.  In the Conditioning download, minor revisions to the scripts utilized by Qwest for bonded and non-bonded tickets have been made and clarifications have also been included related to removal of Near and Far End Bridge Tap on 2-Wire or 4-Wire Non-Loaded Loop (LX-N), and the repair intervals to condition the loop.

 

Pending Changes Not Effective:
