The Advanced Networking - High Speed Internet Modem 
Qwest retail will no longer provide a purchase option to its retail end users. The purchase option for Wholesale customers and associated rate is reflected in the Equipment section. 
 
The Professional Networking Installation and Standard Tech Install as previously noticed  has been reduced to a promotional rate of $22.95 and is referenced as a Handling Fee (See section Other Charges) for the duration of the promotion. The Self Install option continues to be available at no charge.
 
The recent Qwest/Century Link merger has precipitated a review of the product lines and driving modifications such as noticed above. Wholesale will continue to provide notice as appropriate with clarifications to make these changes as seamless as possible to you and your end users.
