The update to the Service Interval Guide For Resale, Unbundled Network Elements (UNE) and Interconnection Services V103.00 is to identify in the Feature Exception List (Same Day) that Joint Use Service (JUL) is being eliminated in the state of Colorado on October 4, 2010.
