NOTE:  This notice is being sent to provide a correction to Notification Number PROD.MISC.07.18.11.F.09179.CenturyLink_Rebranding which was distributed on July 18, 2011.  The original notice was distributed without dates included in the Timeline table at the bottom.  This notice is being resent to include those dates.  The information on the Qwest Wholesale Document Review site associated with the July 18, 2011 continues to be correct which identifies that the comment cycle ends on July 25, 2011.  The effective date of August 8, 2011 at the top of the July 28, 2011 notice is also correct.  No changes have been made to the Summary of Change or to any of the documents on the Review site.
 
CONTENT  UNCHANGED   Summary of Change:
On July 18, 2011 Qwest is providing notification of planned updates to Wholesale Product Catalogs (PCATs) associated with the rebranding of the change from "Qwest" to "CenturyLink." These changes will be effective on August 8, 2011. Several documents  

will be posted to the Qwest Wholesale Document Review site at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review.html.  These include an example redlined Product Catalog, a document that includes sample mock up pages that incorporate the new appearance, a matrix of PCATs and their associated changes, and a document that includes the planned product name changes.

 

Qwest presented CR# PC040611-1 in the Change Management Process (CMP) monthly meeting on April 20, 2011 and again on May18, 2011 when example documents of a red-lined Business Procedure and matrix were reviewed.  

The updates to documentation include changing the company name, logo and general appearance associated with the change from "Qwest" to "CenturyLink".  There are no functional changes associated with these documentation updates.  Rebranding will not occur on content that is specifically related to historical documentation.  For example, the History Log prior to August 8, 2011 will not be updated. 
Additionally, all URLs that currently include "qwest.com/wholesale" will be changed to "centurylink.com/wholesale" with the August 8 update.  Any impacted URL changes will automatically be redirected.  There is no plan to eliminate the URL redirects at this time.

 

The new "Legacy Qwest" home page will appear at URL http://centurylink.com/wholesale/qwest.html. 

 

Accessing the existing Wholesale homepages of www.qwest.com/wholesale  and www.centurylink.com/wholesale  will deliver the user to a disambiguation page where the user may choose whether they want to review information pertaining to "Legacy CenturyLink" or "Legacy Qwest." Their selection will determine which existing set of pages will be delivered. An example of this disambiguation page is posted to the Document Review site identified above.  

URLs that currently include "...qwestapps.com" will be changed to "...centurylinkapps.com" with this update.  Any impacted URL changes will automatically be redirected.  Again, there is no plan to eliminate the URL redirects at this time.  Several examples of URLs that include "qwestapps" are:

In certain situations, references to the Qwest 14 state territory and variations thereof are being changed to reflect "Legacy Qwest."  For example, Qwest's In-Region or 14 state "local" territories will be referred to as "Legacy Qwest In Region," or will use similar language, etc.  Additionally, downloads accessible from within PCATs will not be changing with this effort but will occur with future document updates on an attrition basis.

 

For QORA_GUI and IMA_GUI, documentation updates will occur with the next major release for that application following August.  For example, more comprehensive updates for QORA will occur with the September 19, 2011 release.  IMA updates will occur with the October 17, 2011 release.
