Collocation Available Inventory

1.0 Description 
1.1  Collocation Available Inventory addresses the availability of returned collocation sites and elements that are posted on the “Collocation Classifieds” web site. These sites were returned to inventory for various reasons, including legal proceedings, customer abandonment, decommissioning or cancellation.  Available sites will be posted on the “Collocation Classified” web site at the following address: http://www.qwest.com/cgi-bin/wholesale/collocation.cgi. CLECs interested in viewing Qwest Available Inventory on this web site should select the Collo Classifieds -Qwest Postings menu.  CLECs interested in viewing available CLEC controlled sites eligible for a Transfer of Responsibility should select the CLEC Postings menu.  See section 6.0 of this document for information on CLEC Available Inventory postings to the “Collocation Classifieds”.  
1.2 Collocation sites available on the Qwest Available Inventory list may be totally or partially completed before being returned to Qwest inventory. Both caged and cageless sites will be offered on the inventory list.  Sites will be offered “AS IS, WHERE IS.” The CLEC may request to modify or complete the reissued site to the CLEC’s specifications with the site requested from available inventory. Additional elements may be ordered with the purchase of the available “AS IS WHERE IS” site, but CLECs can not reduce any elements until Available Site order is complete.  

1.3 Pricing for sites listed within the Qwest Available Inventory list will be provided on a site-specific basis.  Sites will be priced based on outstanding non-recurring charges from the previous CLEC, amounts for reimbursable elements and transfer fees. (See Rate Element section of this document for further information on charges associated with this offering.)

1.4  For purposes of this product notification, the offering of a collocation site from the Qwest Available Inventory list shall be limited to the offering of a specified site in Qwest’s control to a CLEC that either: (i) has a commission approved Interconnection Agreement or (ii) is currently in negotiations with Qwest for an agreement.  The CLEC must also have no past due amounts owed to Qwest. If terms and conditions for obtaining sites from available Qwest inventory are included in the CLEC's Interconnection Agreement, and those terms differ from those set forth in this product notification, the terms of the Interconnection Agreement shall prevail.  Otherwise, a CLEC may obtain sites from the Qwest Available Inventory list after amending the CLEC’s existing contract to include terms and conditions for purchasing available inventory as provided herein.  The CLEC may also sign an interim agreement with Qwest containing the terms and conditions for ordering Qwest Available inventory.  Rates will be trued up to the commission approved Interconnection Agreement once negotiated or upon receipt of commission approved rates from cost proceedings. The CLEC obtaining a collocation site from the Qwest Available Inventory must not have any outstanding financial obligations owed to Qwest, with the exception of formally disputed charges.  The CLEC obtaining a collocation site from the Qwest Available Inventory must have negotiated for the type of collocation for which it is obtaining in its Interconnection Agreement. If the terms and conditions for the specific collocation type are not included in the Interconnection Agreement, the CLEC must begin negotiation of an amendment for the type of collocation requested with Qwest prior to the completion of the Qwest Available Inventory order request. 
1.6 Qwest will comply with all legal obligations concerning return of any proceeds received from the sale of sites returned to Qwest due to legal proceedings.  

1.7 Refunds from elements determined to be reusable under Qwest’s Collocation Decommissioning policy will be returned the previous owner of the collocation space following a sale of such site from the Qwest Available Inventory List. 

2.0 Terms 
2.1
All services that were previously connected to the collocation  (i.e. Unbundled Network Elements, CLEC to CLEC, administrative lines, finished services, line splitting and line sharing, etc.) will be disconnected before the site is listed on the Qwest Available Inventory list. 

3.0 Rate Elements

The following items are charged to a CLEC purchasing an existing “AS IS, WHERE IS” site from the Qwest Available Inventory List.  These charges will be provided to a CLEC via a quote that requires their acceptance before work begins.

3.1 QPF Fee

3.1.1. Non-refundable

3.1.2. Nonrecurring

3.1.3. The assessed fee applies to the project, management and order processing associated with the administrative and quoting functions during the processing of the Qwest Available Inventory request.

3.2 Standard Collocation Rate Elements – (Reusable Elements)
3.2.1 Include inventoried components to provision the collocation site.  The acquiring CLEC will be quoted for all components used to install the collocation space.

3.2.2 Non Recurring Collocation Rate Elements will be discounted based on the amount of payment received from the original CLEC owner of the space.   On sites where Qwest has received full or partial payment of non-recurring charges for elements quoted to the original owner, Qwest will discount these elements to a CLEC purchasing the site from the Qwest Available Inventory in the following manner:

Amount of Non-recurring charges paid by original CLEC
Discount to Assuming CLEC

100%
30-50% discount of quoted non-recurring charges for reusable elements to assuming CLEC and remaining 50% that is paid by the assuming CLEC is passed back to original party minus carrying charge.  All new or nonreuseable elements will be billed at full Interconnection Agreement rates.

50%
30-50% discount of quoted non-recurring charges for reusable elements to assuming CLEC and amount that is paid by the assuming CLEC is retained by Qwest for outstanding unpaid balance. All new or nonreuseable elements will be billed at full Interconnection Agreement rates.

0%
No discount, site will be sold at full quoted price for all elements required to provision the collocation.

3.2.3 Recurring charges for these elements will be charged at rates listed in the assuming CLEC’s interconnection Agreement and without a discount.  

3.3
Reimbursable Elements are those which are eligible for a 100% refund to the vacating CLEC and are not subject to discount.  This includes any termination cabling that is part of the available site. 
4.0 Ordering 

4.1 Requires submission of a “Qwest Collocation Application Form (for new, augment, change, and available inventory purchases”.

4.1.1 The Application is located on the Qwest web at:

4.1.2 The Qwest processing timeline will begin when the Qwest Wholesale Project Manager (WPM) notifies the Qwest Collocation Project Management Center (“CMPC”) that a complete and accurate Qwest Collocation Application Form has been received.

5.0 Procedures

5.1 Upon notification of receipt of the completed application, the CPMC will verify whether the requested site is still available for acquisition and, if so, will return a feasibility study within the timelines listed in the CLEC’s Interconnection Agreement (ICA) Additional elements may be added with the purchase of the available “AS IS WHERE IS” site, but CLECs can not reduce any elements until the Available Site order is complete.

5.2  Qwest will perform a walk through of the site.  Qwest will prepare a quote based on the site inventory and any additional requested elements within the timelines listed in the CLEC’s Interconnection Agreement (ICA). 
5.2 CLEC must pay fifty percent (50%) of the quoted nonrecurring charges to Qwest within thirty (30) calendar days of receiving the quote.  If payment is not received by Qwest within such thirty (30) day period, the quote will expire and the requested site will be returned to inventory.  The CLEC will be charged a QPF for work performed up to the point of expiration or non-acceptance of the quote.

5.4 Upon receipt of full payment of the quoted nonrecurring charges, Qwest will begin the establishment of the site records and complete the job build-out,  if required,  not later than thirty (30) calendar days from receipt of the full payment.  

5.5 Acceptance must be performed by the CLEC within twenty-one (21) days of Qwest’s completion of the job.  This acceptance will begin recurring charges.  If the CLEC fails to perform the acceptance within twenty-one (21) calendar days of completion, the CLEC will be deemed to have automatically accepted the site and Qwest will begin recurring billing.

6.0 Collocation Classifieds

6.1 The “Collocation Classifieds” web site refers to a tool used by CLECs and Qwest to post a listing of available collocation sites. This site is intended for CLECs who wish to transfer their unwanted collocation sites to another CLEC via the Collocation Transfer of Responsibility, or view existing sites that have been returned to Qwest Inventory.  
 

6.2 Posting entries to the “Collocation Classifieds” is done by completing a web-based form.  CLEC postings will be updated on a regular basis and will be deleted after 90 calendar days.  Qwest does not guarantee the accuracy of availability for sites posted by CLECs.  

6.3 The “Collocation Classifieds” entries will contain general information such as date posted, contact information, collocation status and type, BAN number, Central Office CLLI code and address.  They will also contain site specific information such as cage size (caged), number of bays (cageless), power (only on CLEC listings) and number of terminations. 


6.4 Sites ordered from a CLEC posting are subject to the terms and conditions listed within Collocation Transfer of Responsibility.  Sites ordered from a Qwest posting are subject to the terms and conditions for Collocation Available Inventory listed within this document. 
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
