 Summary of Change:
In accordance with the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission’s (‘Commission’) Twenty-Second Supplemental Order in Docket UT-23003 (wholesale cost docket) approving and adopting a settlement agreement establishing a new deaveraged unbundled loop rate zone structure and new unbundled loop rates, on June 26, 2004 Qwest submitted its updated SGAT Exhibit A reflecting the rates ordered by the Commission.   The new zone structure and rate changes are effective June 26, 2004.   

The purpose of this notice is to provide you with information regarding Qwest’s implementation timeline for the rate change.  Due to the complexity of re-assigning wire centers to new zones to accommodate the new zone structure, there are multiple systems that require a coordinated development effort.  Under the current schedule, Qwest anticipates completing updates to your interconnection agreement rate sheets by the end of December. You should begin to see the rates on your monthly bills by the end of January, including credits for most applicable billing elements back to the effective date.  Further adjustments as a result of any applicable billing true-up will be calculated and reflected on a subsequent bill without any action required on your part.
