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On May 24, 2005, we sent you a notice of our intention to disconnect PICC-only BANS and cease distribution of the PICC bill and 7000 Report (also known as the Care Feed). 
 
In our preparations for the Price Caps annual filing, we discovered a slight shortfall in our Common Line revenues and, consequently we will have to reinitiate a PICC charge.  Our filing will be made on June 16, 2005, effective July 1, 2005.
 
With the reestablishment of a PICC charge, we will not be disconnecting the PICC-only BANS or eliminating the 7000 Report.  We apologize for any confusion caused by the reversal of our May 24, 2005 notice.
