RSS Release

August 14, 2004

There is a Regional Subscription System release on August 14, 2004.  No changes are being made to carrier processing.  All enhancements are to Qwest internal systems.

No Saturday cycle will be run on August 14.  All input files received on Saturday will be held and processed in the following Monday night cycle.  Output from those files will be sent Tuesday, August 17, 2004.

On Saturday, August 14, the Regional Subscription System on-lines will be available.

Local Service Freeze

Due to the RSS release, the Local Service Freeze Repository IMA Interface will be down at 6:00 pm Saturday, August 14, for the following states: Arizona, Iowa, Minnesota, Nebraska, New Mexico, North Dakota, and South Dakota.  On Sunday, August 15, the Local Service Freeze Repository for these same states will be unavailable but will be back on line for all states no later than 4:00 am Monday, August 16.

Only accounts in Arizona, Iowa, Minnesota, Nebraska, New Mexico, North Dakota, and South Dakota are impacted on Saturday and Sunday and only LSRs with ACT types of W, V, Z, and D.  The FOC on these LSRs may be delayed until Monday.

RSS Sync-Up

August 20, 2004

Qwest has scheduled a Regional Subscription System (RSS) sync-up for the weekend of August 20, 2004.  During the sync-up process, Qwest compares the billing database, the Customer Records and Information System (CRIS) against the Regional Subscription System (RSS) database to ensure they are synchronized and that account information matches in the two systems.

We will not process Subscription input files on Saturday, August 21.  Those files will be held and processed Monday night.  Output from those files will be sent Tuesday, August 24, 2004.

On Saturday, August 21, the Regional Subscription System on-lines will be up and working but users should expect to see delays in response time.

Sync up output files will be sent on Saturday, August 21, by 7:00 pm (Mountain Time).  Should problems be encountered, sync-up files will be sent on Sunday, August 22.
