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Effective October 7, 2007, accounts in the 505 NPA will be split between two NPA’s.  Some accounts will retain the 505 area code; others will be assigned to the new NPA of 575.

 

The addition of a new area code is a large project and impacts the majority of Qwest databases.  The Regional Subscription System will not process input files during the conversion weekend.  All input from Friday, October 5, will be processed that night, sent to the switch Saturday October 6, and output sent Monday, October 8.  All New Mexico input must include the new NPA beginning October 8, 2007.

Output Information
Accounts submitted with the new NPA prior to the conversion will be rejected with TCSIs 2106 or 2112.  Accounts submitted after the conversion with the old NPA will be rejected with TCSIs 2106 or 2112.

 

Immediately following the conversion, the carrier on record will receive a separate output file containing the NPA split TCSIs 2322, 2323, or 2324 for accounts that were converted during the NPA split.  (Only those carriers who have requested file separation will receive a separate file.  All others will receive the NPA split records included with their normal daily/weekly output file).

Files will be sent Monday, October 8.
