An official implementation date has not been set for the FCC Docket which impacts Presubscribed Interexchange Carrier Charges.  This RSS release is installing software allowing Qwest to quickly respond to the FCC order when it is approved.  There are no carrier impacting changes at this time.
 
On October 14, 2005 the normal Friday night cycle will run with all available input from that day.  Output will be sent on Saturday, October 15, 2005.  
 
All files coming after the cycle has begun plus any files submitted Saturday will be held and processed on Monday, October 17, 2005.  Output will be sent Tuesday, October 18, 2005.

All files coming after the cycle has begun plus any files submitted Saturday will be held and processed on Monday, October 24, 2005.  Output will be sent Tuesday, October 25, 2005.
 
Saturday, October 22, 2005 the RSS on-lines will be up and working but users should expect to see delays in response time.
 
Sync up output files will be sent on Saturday, October 22, 2005 by 7:00 pm (Mountain Time).  Should problems be encountered, sync-up files will be sent on Sunday, October 23, 2005.
