ASOG 34 Combined Question Log:

Questions submitted by noon on Thursday will be added to the log and posted on Friday. Status and responses are communicated via posting of the log to the Frequently Asked Questions Regarding Qwest ASR Ordering Systems section of the ASR website: (http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/systems/asr.html) each Friday. Qwest will date-stamp the Question Log to indicate the date for the last update (eg: Combined Question and Answer Log – ASOG v34 – Last Updated mm/dd/yy). Qwest will not post new logs or update the link title if there are no updates to those log.
