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On March 5, 2005 Qwest will conduct the third of the scheduled LFACS AN Conversions. The conversion will impact functionality in both the IMA LSR and QORA ASR environments as noted in Systems notification SYST.12.09.04.F.02392.LFACSANCnvrtSchdDt-CRRCTN.
 
Specifically, CLECs should note that:
 
During the conversion weekends, partitions of the application will be unavailable. Additionally, conversions will continue to take place that will impact both partitions and states during conversion. 
 
During a conversion weekend, the following pre-order functions will be impacted: Address Validation by street address and Address Validation by TN, Loop Qualification, Raw Loop Data Tool, Facility Availability Queries and Appointment Scheduler. Furthermore, the order time validation will be unavailable. This means that all LSRs and ASRs submitted during the conversion period will not undergo Address Validation. The account team will handle any questions regarding the address entries on the LSR or ASR.
 
Qwest will begin IMA queuing after IMA goes down on Friday evenings prior to a conversion weekend. This will queue all LSR requests until after a conversion weekend for the impacted state(s) and LSRs will not be processed. Each of the LSRs that are in queue will then be processed and go through the IMA System edits on the Monday morning following the conversion.
 
The only exception to the IMA queuing will be for service restorals (ACT=B) from denial of non-payment. These requests must be submitted through Fax Gateway and will be manually processed by the ISC from 8:00 A.M. thru 6:00 P.M. Mountain Time on the Saturday of conversion weekend. 
 
New CALAs are being introduced with each conversion to allow more accurate address validation for border towns. This will have an impact on Address Validation by TN in bordertown areas.
 
Thus, this notice serves to notify CLECs of the scheduled downtime for Saturday, March 5, 2005 and Sunday March 6, 2005 of: 
· Address Validation by street address 
· Address Validation by TN, Loop Qualification
· Raw Loop Data Tool
· Facility Availability Queries 
· Appointment Scheduler.
