In conjunction with the CRIS system release targeted for implementation on April 19, 2008, Qwest is enhancing the application as outlined below. 
Summary of Change:
SCR011108-01: Qwest will be making a billing modification to the paper bill in an April CRIS release.  This modification will add an additional column to the Wireless section of the customer bill and show WiFi or other free minutes used as covered by the provider's plan.
This change to the paper bill will require modifications to the EDI and ASCII electronic billing output to correctly transmit the data.  
For EDI, Qwest will add a new code value in the HL(9) SI06 of the ‘CE’ with a corresponding SI07 Value of package code. (removing PLANMIN)  
For ASCII Qwest will make the following changes: 
         Two new fields for Mobile Minutes and WiFi Minutes
         Total Minutes has replaced Elapsed Time of the message
         Only display minutes for WiFi and total minutes
         The data in existing columns M, N, O will be moved to O, P, and Q
Note: There are no revisions to the draft EDI User Guide and the ASCII User Guide that were posted for review with the Draft Technical Specifications.  Those documents will become operational as of the effective date.  They are available on the Qwest Wholesale Document Review Archive site at  http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review_archivesystem.html associated with notification SYST.02.06.08.F.05208.BillingApr08RelDrftAnncmt.
