On April 25, 2005, Qwest will post planned updates to its DRAFT CLEC PIC and LPIC Verification Job Aid, Version 8 targeted for implementation on July 8, 2005.  This document will be posted to the Qwest Wholesale Document Review site, http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review.html.

 
Summary of Change:
In February 2004, Qwest began phasing out use of the 960 byte formatted CARE input/output record size and began changing over to the industry standard 1500 bytes associated with SCR 053003-01IG.
 

Effective July 8, 2005, Qwest will discontinue accepting and processing the 960 byte formatted CARE input/output and complete the change to the Ordering and Billing Forum (OBF) industry standard 1500 bytes.  Qwest will no longer provide both the options of  960 and 1500 bytes, but will only provide the 1500 byte format.  All files must be formatted in only 1500 byte format.  
 
Any file received on or after July 8, 2005 in other than 1500 byte format will not be processed and the upfront reject on the Acknowledgement File of “File State Code Value 43” (“File not processed – invalid or unsupported record length”) will be sent.  NOTE:  The Version Number in the Header and Trailer Records now must be 0004 as 0003 is discontinued with 960 bytes.
 
All customers currently utilizing 960 bytes will automatically be converted over to 1500 bytes on July 8.  If you wish to change your record length in advance, you can do so by filling out the PIC/LPIC Verification Access Request Form and Instructions located at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/systems/picLpic.html.  Note the REQUEST TYPE as a “Change Request” and mark the Record Size as 1500 bytes. 
 
During the July release weekend, the RSS on-lines will be down and there will be no Saturday cycle run.  All input files received on Saturday, July 9 will be held and processed in the following Monday night cycle.
 
Comment Cycle:
 
CLEC customers are encouraged to review these proposed changes and provide comment at any time during the review period.  The review period for this document begins April 25, 2005, and will conclude at close of business on May 11, 2005.  
 
Qwest provides an electronic means for CLEC customers to comment on proposed changes.  The Document Review web site provides a list of all documents that are in the review stage, the process for CLECs to use to comment on documents, the Submit Comment link, and links to current documentation and past review documents.  The Document Review web site is found at http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review.html. Fill in all required fields and be sure to reference the Notification Number listed above.
