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Qwest is changing the IP Address for two outbound FTP Proxy servers used to send billing-related output files (Daily Usage Files (DUF) for Resellers/UNE/QPP as well as MPB, Access (Cat 11) & Toll (Cat 01) files for CLECs/ILECs) to Wholesale customers via File Transfer Protocol (FTP). 
The new IPs will be available on May 27, 2005. Between now and June 3, a member of the Electronic Interface Services (IMA EDI Implementation) team will be contacting each CLEC currently using these connections. The IMA EDI Team will discuss how to either: 1.) move the file outputs to an alternate transmission method for data delivery (NDM ConnectDirect, SDG/QPID Web Interfaces, etc.) or 2.) coordinate cutover to the new IPs that will be used for sending existing files via FTP. All conversions to either a new transmission method or to the new IP for FTP transmission will need to be completed by July 1, 2005.
