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Per Section 9.1.1 of the CMP document http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/whatiscmp.html,  Qwest has the option of retiring an application-to-application OSS interface when “there is no CLEC usage of that interface for the most recent ninety (90) consecutive calendar days. Qwest will provide thirty (30) calendar day notification of the retirement via Web posting and CLEC notification.”

Qwest is issuing this application-to-application OSS Interface retirement notification to provide thirty (30) day advance notice of the retirement of the Interoperability Test Environment as there has been no usage for ninety (90) days. 
 
Effective Monday, June 27th, 2005, Qwest will terminate the ability for customers to test in the Interoperability Test Environment.  Customers will continue to have the ability to test in the Stand Alone Test Environment (SATE).
