In conjunction with the CRIS system release targeted for implementation on July 11, 2005, Qwest is enhancing the application as outlined below. 

Summary of Changes:
 

1. SCR040605-01IG—Wireline Transit Records:
Qwest is updating the applications to more accurately meet the guidelines set forth in the ATIS EMI Documentation in the population of the Wireline Transit 110101 EMI (Exchange Message Interface) records for the Indicator 19 LATA Code, in position 100, as well as the Settlement Code, in position 149. These changes apply only to those companies receiving the wireline transit records.
· The edits that Qwest performs upfront for wireline transit records are changing. Currently only local and intralata records are identified and distributed as category 110101 EMI records to those companies that have requested the wireline transit records. Now, the intralata records will be included and sent to those companies presently receiving the wireline transit records.
· The Settlement Code, position 149, in the Wireline Transit 110101 record include the value O “J” for interstate and “Z” for unknown. Also, the indicator 19 Lata Code, position 100 in the 110101 record, is either “1” for Intralata, “3” for Intralata, or “9” for not determined.

Note: There is not a draft Technical Specification for SCR040605-01IG “Wireline Transit Records”.

2. SCR041204-01—Provide WTN in all cases as part of the details in OCC:
Qwest is changing the way OC&C detail is displayed for Wholesale RSID/ZCID accounts. All bill media is included. 
· The Eastern region begins displaying the WTN for OC&C charges. 
· The Central region begins displaying fractionalized charges at the USOC level. 
· There is no change to the way charges related to rate changes are currently displayed in the bill detail for all CRIS regions. 

· TN is not required to be displayed for rate changes.
