The Qwest IABS application will be enhanced to support the record layout and billing data, as defined in BOS Version 44 to conform to Industry Standards. These standards are set by Telcordia.  Information about these standards can be found at http://www.telcordia.com/.  Qwest is targeting these changes for the IABS October Release, scheduled for implementation on October 8, 2005.

In accordance with CMP CR SCR051705-01IG, Qwest will be following TRG, CABS/BOS recommendations for implementation and population of the CABS/BOS records.  The BOS Version being used at production will be Version 44.
