As identified in SYST.07.20.05.F.03127.QORA_UOM-IntlNotImpPlan, in the initial release notification for QORA UOM, Qwest hosted an initial release meeting for the Implementation Plan review on July 22, 2005. At the session, SBC raised one question as to whether or not Qwest would continue to support the NDM environment. Qwest responded that it would continue to support the NDM environment. 
No other comments were received on the initial Implementation Plan.
