Qwest has now completed upgrades to its Operating Support Systems that support the processing of orders for Shared Loop.   The conversion process for all central offices in Qwest 14-state local service territory began on May 14, 2001. 

This conversion changed the structure of meet-point data for Shared Loop splitter inventory, and in turn, the way that meet-point data is to be recorded on the Local Service Request (LSR) when placing and order for Shared Loop. All Shared Loop LSRs should now be submitted using the new splitter meet point format. Using example data values, the new format is as follows:

· Inside the Collocation Area:
VDA.ALT06.201

· Common Area Splitter Collocation
VDA.0100121.02.01-001
