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Effective today, August 22, 2005, Qwest enhanced the CRIS application as outlined below. 
 
Summary of Changes:
 
1.      SCR121102-01—Capability to request suppression of the paper Summary Bill except the summary page:
Qwest has delivered a new option to paper suppression.  When the customer subscribes to either ASCII or EDI, the CLEC has the option of suppressing the sub account paper.  QWEST allows ASCII subscribers to receive the Summary BAN pages via paper and suppress the sub account paper.  
 
Request this feature by contacting the Billing SDC and request the ‘sub account’ paper suppression.  The Billing SDC takes care of the necessary paper work to accommodate this request. This change resulted in PCAT updates outlining this feature as well as Customer Questionnaire updates providing check boxes for this feature.
 
Note: There is not a Technical Specification for SCR121102-01 “Capability to request suppression of the paper Summary Bill except the summary page. 
 
2.      SCR041504-01—LATA Identifier:
Qwest is populating a valid ‘LATA Indicator’ on the 110101 record.  There are no new fields and current industry standard LATA indicators are used.  This information is populated on those 110101 records flowing through CRIS and the DUF.
 
Note: There is not a final Technical Specifications for SCR041504-01 “LATA Identifier”.
