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Effective November 10, 2007, a change in Tax calculation will begin to be implemented on Qwest CRIS bills in the Western and Eastern Regions. 
 
The states impacted by this change are Oregon, Washington, Northern Idaho, North Dakota, South Dakota, Iowa, Minnesota and Nebraska.
 
Per a previous notification SYST.10.29.07.F.05013.ChangeCRIS_TaxCalculation, the Central Region implementation will be effective November 7, 2007 for the states of Arizona, Colorado, Southern Idaho, Montana, New Mexico, Utah and Wyoming.
 
The appearance of the bill format will not change at this time.
 
Currently taxes are calculated to six decimal places then totaled and rounded at the entity level. As a result of the change in tax logic, taxes will still calculate at six decimals, but the tax will now be rounded individually at each item/product level and then totaled.
 
As a result, there may be slight changes in the amount of taxes and surcharges billed, either up or down depending on the services included on each bill.
