1. This change to the A Location Access hours field will allow trouble reports to be taken prior to noon on the same day service order due date for:

· Resale POTS, Residential & Business and UNE-P POTS 

· Applicable Non-Dispatchable Features and Enhanced Services 

2. This change to the A Location Access Hours field will also allow customers to select a four hour "appointment" for trouble reports that require dispatch for products listed above.
