On November 21, 2008, Qwest is providing planned updates associated with the Loss and Completion reports and/or notifications targeted for implementation on February 2, 2009. 

 
Summary of Change:
Qwest CR # SCR102008-01 - Correct Loss and Completion output when converting line with Shared Loop
 
Current filtering of Loss and Completion data only expects a Shared Loop to be removed on a stand-alone request where that is all that is occurring.  Software changes to the filtering are required to properly process conversions of shared loop accounts allowing for more complete and accurate loss and completion data to be processed.
 
The result of this update is to report the Qwest line as a LOSS and the CLEC line as a completion. The loss of Shared loop is processed separately based on the disconnect order of the shared billing account.
 
NOTE: There are no technical specifications that are changing associated with this System Change Request thus no documentation will be posted to the Document Review site.
