On November 28, 2003, Qwest will post planned updates to its DRAFT CLEC PIC and LPIC Verification Job Aid, Version 7 targeted for implementation on February 7, 2004.  These will be posted to the Qwest Wholesale Document Review site, http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/cmp/review.html.

Summary of Change:

Beginning February 7, 2004, Qwest will begin phasing out 960 byte formatted CARE input/output and begin the change to the Ordering and Billing Forum (OBF) industry standard 1500 bytes.  Qwest will provide both options (960 and 1500 bytes) until the official OBF “sunset” date of June 1, 2005 at which time all files must be formatted in only 1500 byte format.
