Qwest is using the Systems notification path to advise of a change in implementation dates noted in these notices. Customers should note the following:

1. The LFACS AN conversions scheduled for December 11, 2004, have been postponed until January 15, 2005, thereby nullifying the scheduled maintenance information confirmed in Systems Notice SYST.12.08.04.F.02385.LFACSANConvertConfirmDet for the affected dates.  

2. The postponement causes a push-out in the schedules published as part of SYST.11.11.04.F.02297.LFACSANConvertScheduleDet and SYST.11.11.04.F.02301.LFACSANConvertSchedASRDet
3. The new schedule resultant from the postponement appears itemized below. 

4. All other substantive comments from the notices SYST.11.11.04.F.02297.LFACSANConvertScheduleDet and SYST.11.11.04.F.02301.LFACSANConvertSchedASRDet applies. Only the dates have changed. 

5. Qwest will send a confirmation notification forty-eight (48) hours prior to the new weekend to confirm the deployment.

On January 15, 2005, Qwest will begin converting data from the PREMIS system to the LFACS AN system for address validation. As part of that conversion, Qwest is publishing the targeted dates of the cutovers for use by the CLEC and customer community. CLECs should note that the implementation and conversion will occur in phases by state or SAG area, and will continue into 2005. 

During the conversion weekends, partitions of the application will be unavailable. Additionally, conversions will continue to take place that will impact both partitions and states during conversion. For example, during the first conversion weekend (targeted for 01/15/05), the partition affecting the states of Washington, Northern Idaho and Oregon will be unavailable. Starting 01/17/05 the state of Washington will be considered “converted.” During the second conversion weekend (targeted for 02/05/05), the same partition will be impacted, and Washington, Northern Idaho and Oregon will be unavailable during conversion. Starting 02/07/05, both Washington and Oregon will be using data from LFACS AN for address validation.

During a conversion weekend, the following pre-order functions will be impacted: Address Validation by street address and Address Validation by TN. Furthermore the order time validation will be unavailable. This means that all LSRs and ASRs submitted during the conversion period will not undergo Address Validation. Any questions regarding the address entries on the LSR and/or ASR will be handled by the account team. 

New CALAs are being introduced with each conversion to allow more accurate address validation for border towns. This will have an impact on Address Validation by TN in bordertown areas.

The table below identifies the TARGETED conversion dates and the state(s) and CALAs that will be impacted with each conversion. Qwest will publish reminders of the conversions shown in the calendar below forty-eight hours prior to each individual conversion as a courtesy. Should any of the conversion dates change, Qwest will publish a systems notification forty-eight hours prior to the cutover date.
