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Effective April 25, 2010, a change in the types of services subject to Tax will be implemented on Qwest CRIS bills for Nebraska customers.  As of this date, intrastate private line products will be subject to state and local sales tax and certain city occupation taxes in Nebraska. This change reflects recent statutory amendments extending the sales tax to these services. 
 
Sales taxes will be affected at state, county, and city level. In addition, city occupation tax for the cities of Bellevue, Omaha, Dakota City and Springfield will apply to these services. The combined sales tax rates range from 5.50% to 7.00%, and the occupation tax rates are 6.25% for Omaha, 5.00% for Bellevue, and 3.00% for Dakota City and Springfield. 
 
Wholesale customers will be exempted from tax on these services if Qwest has the appropriate resale exemption documents on file. Additionally, customers otherwise entitled to an exemption from sales tax will be exempted as well if they have previously submitted qualifying documentation establishing their exemption.   
 
This change will be effective with bills processed on and after April 25, 2010.
