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Effective July 18, 2009, a change in Tax application will be implemented on Qwest IABS bills in the fourteen states. 
 
Additional lines will be added to the IABS bill to provide further detail showing the sourcing of private line communications services for state and local taxation. 
 
Effective with bills processed on and after July 18, 2009, channel termination charges will be sourced to the jurisdiction associated with the specific channel termination point. The mileage charge elements will be divided between the channel termination points for each circuit.   
 
If you are not eligible to claim a resale exemption as to any applicable tax or regulatory surcharge in a jurisdiction, there may be changes in the amount of taxes and surcharges billed, either up or down depending, on the services included on each bill and the location of those services.  To the extent you are eligible to claim a resale exemption as to any applicable tax and have documented such exemption with Qwest, you will not see a change in amounts billed. The appearance of the bill format will not change.
