On February 5, 2010, Qwest will post planned updates to its Draft Technical Specifications for IMA XML Disclosure Documentation for IMA 27.0 targeted for implementation on April 19, 2010. Summary of Change:
The summary of changes is included in the Draft Technical Specifications. 
 
For IMA XML 27.0, Qwest is publishing two (2) versions of each of the Developer worksheets (Appendices A-D): a.) a Microsoft Word version and b.) an Adobe Portable Document Format (.pdf) version.  Both versions contain identical information. Both highlight changes from IMA XML 26.0 to IMA XML 27.0 in colored font (additions/changes show as colored font; deletions show as colored strikethrough). 
 
NOTE: Customers should note that minor formatting changes (font size, etc.) made for consistency will "track" as a change, but will not show up in a different font. To determine the kind of change, customers may place their cursor over the tracked change in Microsoft Word to see a "balloon" that provides a summary of the change.
