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From August 2, 2010 through August 10, 2010, Qwest will execute a test (PO-19B) to measure whether SATE mirrors the IMA XML production environment.  The test will include the IMA XML Order Transaction Product and Activity combinations which have been ordered over 100 times in the past year, and 100% of the Pre-Order Transaction Product and Activity combinations supported in SATE.  All Order transactions run in production from May 21, 2009 through May 21, 2010 were queried to determine the Product and Activity combinations to be tested.
