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Qwest is resending this notice originally sent on June 18, 2010 to make a correction to a date.  The original notice stated that CLECs currently using IMA XML Release 27.0 that intend to migrate to IMA XML Release 28.0 must migrate by January 15, 2010.  CLECs should have an agreed upon 27.0 Migration date scheduled with their IMA Project Manager no later then October 1, 2010.  The correct migration date is January 15, 2011.

These CLECs must be certified and in production with at least one product no later than October 2, 2010 or they will be required to move their implementation plan to IMA XML Release 28.0.  Any IMA XML Release 27.0 users that have been placed into production by October 2, 2010 may continue certifying additional products and activities until December 2, 2010. 
 CLECs currently using IMA XML Release 26.0 that intend to migrate on July 17, 2010 must have an agreed upon Migration Date scheduled no later then June 25, 2010.  CLECs currently using IMA XML Release 26.0 that intend to migrate on August 21, 2010 must have an agreed upon Migration Date in place by July 15, 2010.  CLECs currently on IMA XML Release 26.0 must migrate no later then August 21, 2010.   NOTE:  CLECs may opt to migrate from Release 26.0 to Release 28.0 skipping Release 27.0.
