Rates in your Interconnect Agreement with Qwest Corporation have been revised pursuant to the Minnesota Commission Order approving new rates for certain products and services in its recent wholesale cost docket proceeding, Docket No. P-421/AM-06-713. 
 
Most rates associated with this Cost Docket are effective September 19, 2008, however, some nonrecurring rates for the following sections are effective January 1, 2009: 8.2.9, 8.3.2.7 and 8.4.2.6.
 
In regard to the Loop Mux Combo (LMC) Rearrangement rates that are impacted by this Cost Docket, Qwest currently cannot bill different rates for LMC (9.23.6.8) and EEL Rearrangement (9.23.7.7).  Therefore, Qwest will use the EEL rates, (which are the lower of the two rates) for LMC.  Qwest reserves the right to bill the PUC approved LMC rates in the future.
 
Qwest is currently in the process of implementing this Cost Docket and applying any billing adjustments ordered by the Minnesota Commission, as well as any true-up requirements as defined in your Interconnection agreement.  These rate updates will be reflected on or after your February/March bill date.  A generic exhibit A is attached to this notification, which reflects the changes associated with this Cost Docket.
