This filing is modifying the obligations of the customer jurisdictional reporting requirements to include an additional method for identifying signaling messages. The modifications contained in this filing will allow signaling customers to self report, in addition to their Percent Interstate Usage (PIU), a Percent Other Message (POM) factor that will further categorize intrastate signaling messages that transverse the Qwest signaling network. Customers will not be billed for intrastate signaling messages included in their self-declared POM.
