Description of offer:  

In 1995, the Utah Legislature enacted the Telecommunications Reform Act (“Act”).  L. Utah 1995, ch. 269. The Act abandoned cost-of-service regulation in favor of price regulation consistent with the transition from a fully-regulated, single-provider market to a competitive market with reduced regulation. Tariffed services, not yet being provided by competitors, were regulated based on maximum prices.  For a three-year period, the maximum prices were the prices set in Qwest’s last general rate case. At the end of the three-year period, the maximum prices were to be adjusted annually based on a price index or price indices.

April 16, 2002 Qwest submitted the annual filing in compliance with this law and pursuant to the rule R746-352-7. This Price Cap Compliance Filing the annual change in the inflation and productivity factors, any exogenous factor adjustments approved by the Commission, any service quality adjustment, and a price-out for each basket of tariffed services showing proposed changes in tariff rates.  The rule divides tariffed public telecommunications services into four baskets:  Basket 1 is basic residential exchange services, Basket 2 is basic business exchange services, Basket 3 is switched access services, and Basket 4 is all other tariffed public telecommunications services. Attached is a spreadsheet providing these proposed price changes.
