On Monday, July 22, 2002, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed tariffs with the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) under Transmittal No. 134.  On Monday August 5, 2002 Qwest, under authority of Special Permission No. 02-108, filed Transmittal No.136 which modified tariff material associated with Transmittal No. 134.  This filing, effective August 06, 2002, adjusts rates in Tariff FCC No. 1.  Qwest is making this Thousands-Block Number Pooling filing in compliance with the requirements of the FCC’s First Report and Order and Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking, CC Docket No. 99-200, In the Matter of Numbering Resources Optimization, FCC 00-104, released March 31, 2000, (First Order); Second Report and Order, Order on Reconsideration in CC Docket No. 96-98 and CC Docket No. 99-200, and Second Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking in CC Docket No. 99-200, In the Matter of Numbering Resource Optimization, FCC 00-429, released December 29, 200 (Second Order); and the Third Report and Order and Second Order on Reconsideration in CC Docket No. 96o-98, CC Docket No. 99-200, and CC Docket 9o5-116, In the Matter of Numbering Resource Optimization, Implementation of the Local Competition Provisions of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, Telephone Number Portability, FCC 01-362, released December 28, 2001, (Third Order).

This filing reflects an exogenous adjustment to interstate access charges to recover the extraordinary costs directly related to thousands-block number pooling as allowed for by the price cap rules.

The filed Tariff Review Plans reflect a $39.4M increase to Qwest rates.  The specific price cap category changes are as follows:
